The People of the State of Wisconsin represented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. That any Policy of Insurance made by any In-
surance Company on the life of any person, expressed to be for
the benefit of a married woman, whether the same be effected
by such married woman or by her husband or by any other per-
son on her behalf, shall enure to her sole and separate use and
