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that said premises shall be used for the purposes of a light-house,
and the necessary fixtures and improvements for its preserva-
tion and maintenance; and that when the United States shall
cease to use said premises for the purposes herein specified, the
same shall revert to the State of Wiscorsin for the use of schools.

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows :

That in all cases where any legal notice is re-
guired by law to be published in any newspaper in any county
in this Sate, and no public newspaper is printed in said county,
such notice shall be required to be published in a newspaper
printed in an adjoining county, if a newspaper be printed
therein.

That all the laws of this state inconsistent with the
foregoing provisions, be, and the same are hereby repealed.
