The People of the State of Wisconsin represented in Senate 
and Assenzbly, do enact as follows : 

Secretary of SECTION 1. The Secretary of State is hereby authorised. State to certify 
Revenue and and required on his being furnished with satisfactory proof bl 
Proof, the boards of Supervisors of the several counties of this State, 

under the seal thereof, to certify to the amount of all Territo-
rial and State revenue which has accrued from double assess-
ment and taxation of property in said counties. 

When state SEC 2. The State Treasurer upon such certificate of the 
Treasurer to 
credit to County Secretary of State, shall credit the amount therein stated, to 

the proper county mentioned in said certificate. 
SEC. 3. This act shall take effect from and after the pas-

sage thereof.
