Section thirty-seven, of the act to which this
act is amendatory, is hereby amended so as to read as follows :

or ordinance of said city, or to defray the current expenses of
uid city, the City Council shall have power to levy and collect
annually a tax on all such real and personal property or capital
of any kind within said city, subject to taxation by the laws of
this State for the time being : Provided, That saxd tax shall not
in the aggregate exceed one per centum on the assessed valua-
tion of said property : And provided also, That this act shall
not affect in any manner any tax already levied, or the collec-
tion thereof, or the sale of any lots or lands sold or to be sold
for the nOn.payment of such tax.

Tlie People of the State of Wisconsin represented in Senate
x and Assem{ly, do enact as follows *

SecrioN 1. That all that section of country in {his state ly-
ing north and east of a line beginning on the western shore of
Lake Michigan where the north line of township twenty-one
(21) intersects Lake Michigan, running thence west on said
line to the north-west corner of township twenty-one (21) north,
and range twenty-three (23) cast; thence north on the range
between ranges twenty-two and twenty-three to a point where
the same intersects the eastern shore of Green Bay ; thence
north-easterly along the centre of said bay to the boundary line
between the states of Michigan and Wisconsin ; from thence
southerly along the said line dividing the state of Michigan and
Wisconsin to a point in Lake Michigan where the east and west
