aforesaid. then the rights, privileges, and powers of said
corporation under this act, s}mll be null and void.

Sie. 17, Said company shall be liable for all injuries
or damage which any person may sustain in his or her
property or person by reason of said road being out of re-
pair or of any defects in said road.

Skc. 18, This act shall be in force and take effect fruin
and after its passage.

An Act to authorise the conetruction of a Dam ncross the Maunitowoc River.

The peopla of the State of Wisconsin vepresented in
Senate and Assembly, do enact us follows:

Skorron 1. Edward 1. Beardsley and Thomas W. Ba-
ker, their associates, successorg, heirs and assigns, are here-
by authorized to erect and naintain a dam across the Man-
itowoce river, on lots nuraber two and number six, (6) on
scction number ten, in township number nineteen, north of
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range number twenty-three, east of the fourth principal me-
ridian, in the eounty of Manitowoc. and to make use ot the
water of said river for hydraulic purposes: Provided, The
construction of said dam shall in no way infringe upon the
rights of other perons not herein named.

Sec. 2. The said dam -hall not exceed eight feet in gt of dam.
height from high-water mark, and shall be so constructed
as to admit of the passage of all descending loge, rafts or
other water erafts; and the said logs, rafts and water
crafts, shall at all times be entitled to pass caid damn free of
all charges to the owner or owners thereof.

Sec. 3. The legislature of this state may at any future
time alter or amend this act when it shall be deemed neces-
sary to provide tor the improvement of the Manitowoc river.

_The people of the State of Wisconsin represented in
Senate am{ Assembhly, do enuet as followos :

Secriox 1. That J. D. Billings, D. D. Billings and
James Ilinman, their heirs, executors, administrators and
assigns, shall have the right and privilege, for the period
of ten years, of keeping and maintaining a ferry across the
Wisconsin river, at or near the point where the town line
between towns fourteen and tifteen crosses eaid river.

Sec. 2. The ferry shall be rubject to such regulations
a3 other ferries are or may be by law subject, and the pro-
prietors theveof shall be entitled to receive for crossing any Fees for crosiing
vehicle drawn hy two lorses or one yoke of oxen, fifty :
