The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
Scnate and Assembly, do enuct as follows :

Secriox 1. That E. W, Pelton, John Thomas, TI. L. Conmisenars
Dousman, B. W. Brisbois, Thomas A.Savage, E. . Wood,
Peter Borette, and Alonzo Pelton, be and are hereby
appointed commissioners, under the direction of a majoriti
of whom subscriptions may be received to the capital stoc
of the ¢ Wisconsin River Plank Road Company,” and
they may cause books to be opened at such times and pla-
ces as they shall direct, for the purpose of receiving sub-
scriptions to the capital stock of said company, first giving
thirty days’ notice of the times and places of receiving
subscriptions, by publishing in a newspaper printed either
in the county of Crawford or Grant.
