Skc. 2. It shall be the duty of the clerk of the board

this is amendatory ; and the votes cast at such election
shall have written or printed or partly written and partly
printed upon them, the words, “I'or removal of eounty seat
to Moutello,” or the words, “Against removal of couuty
seatto Montello ;” and all persons may vote wpon such re-
moval who reside upon the west side of Fox river in said
county, and are quuﬁiﬁcd to vote at a general election.

Skc. 3. So much of the act to which this act is amend-
atory as coutlicts, or is inconsistent with the provisions of
this act, is hereby repealed : £’rovided, That the said coun-
ty seat shall not have been located by previous vote at
Princeton.

Skc. 4. This act shall take effcet from and after its

passage.
