Skorron 1. That Eli W. Daniels, George Hawley, Al-
Cammissioners. yn Boardman, Edgar Scarg, Roderick D. Hathaway, Sam-
vel Boardman, G. H. B. Vincent, David H. Robinson,
Joseph Schribner, be and they are hereby appointed com-
missioners under the direction of a majority of whom sub-
scriptions may be received to the capital stock of the Ros-
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endale and Little River Plank Road Company, hereby in-
corporated, and they may cause books to be opened at such
times and places as they shall direct, for the purpose of re-
ceiving subscriptions tv the capital stock of said company,
first giving thirty days’ notice of the times and places of
taking such subscriptions, by publishing the same in one
or more of the nearest newspapers.

Skc. 2. It shall and may be lawful for said company, May sater apen
their officers, engineers, or agents, to enter upen any lands
for the purpose of exploring, surveying, and locating the
route of said plank road, doing thereto no unnecessary dam-
age ; and when said route shall be determined by the said
company, it shall be lawful for them, their agents, officers,
engineers, contractors, and servants, at any tiinec to enter
upon, take possession of, and use such lands not exceeding
four rods in width, along the line of said road, subject,
however, to the payment of such compensation as the com-
pany may have agreed to pay thercfor, or as will be ascer-
tained in the manner hereinafter divected : Provided, That
