5. The amount of money raised in the city and paid for 
teachers' wages in addition to the public money paid there-
for, the amount of taxes raised for the purchase of school 
house sites, for building, hiring, purchasing, repairing, and 
insuring school houses, for fuel, for district libraries, or for 
any purpose allowed by law in the said city, since the date 
of the last preceding report, with such other information 
as the state superintendent may from time to time require. 

Pews Id say  SEC. 22. The city council of the said city shall have 
the power, and it shall be their duty to pass such ordinan-
ces and regulations as the board of education may report 
as necessary and proper for the protection, safe keeping, 
care, and preservation of the school houses, lots, sites, anti 
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appurtenances, and all necessary property belonging to 
or connected with the schools in said city, and to impose 
proper penalties for the violation thereof, subject to the re-
strictions and limitations contained in the act of incorpora-
tion of said city; and all such penalties shall be collected 
in the same manner that the penalties for a violation of the 
city ordinances are by law collected, and when collected 
shall be paid to the treasurer of the city, and e subject 
to the order of the board of education, in the same man-
ner as other moneys raised pursuant to the provisions of 
this act. 

SEC. 23. Whenever the said board shall report to the To  „A  .m.)  
city council that it is advisable to sell any of the school hou".. 
houses, lots, or sites, or any of the school property now or 
hereafter belonging to the city, it shall be the duty of the 
city council to sell the same without unreasonable delay, 
and upon such terms as the said city council may deem 
advisable. The proceeds of all such sales shall be paid to 
the city treasurer, and shall be subject to the order of the 
said board. to be expended by them in the purchase, leas-
ing, repairs, or improvements of other school houses, lots, 
school furniture, apparatus, or appurtenances. 

SEe. 21. The title of the school houses, sites, lots, fur- 
niture, books, apparatus, and appurtenances, and all other FTfleg Moat,  
property in this act mentioned, shall be vested in the city 
of Racine ; and the same while used or appropriated for 
school purposcs, shall not be levied upon or sold by virtue 
of any warrant or execution, nor be subject to taxation for 
any purpose whatever; and the said city in its corporate 
capacity shall be able to take, hold, and dispose of any real 
or personal estate, transferred to it by gift., grant, bequest, 
or devise for the use of the common schools of the said 
city, whether the same shall be transferred in terms to said 
city by its proper style, or by any other designation, or to 
any other designation, or to any person or persons, or body, 
for the use of said schools. 

SEC. 25. All moneys required to be raised by virtue of 
this act, on being raised as herein provided, shall be held Dupositioner 
by the treasurer of said city, and by him placed to the schwlfand14 
credit of the said board of education, and shall be drawn 
out in pursuance of a resolution or resolutions of said board 
by drafts drawn by the president and countersigned by the

any of said districts to be assessed upon and collected from 
the taxable property within the said city, in the same man-
ner as the taxes for contingent expenses are assessed and 
collected, for the use of said board of education in the pay-
ment of such indebtedness. 

SEC. 27. It shall be the duty of the said board of edu-
cation, and they shall have the power to procure a site in 

Union school. a central part of the city of Racine, and cause to be erect-
. ed thereon a suitable and proper edifice for a union or high. 

school, at as early a day as practicable, and cause a state-
ment of the cost of said site and building to be laid before 
said city council of said city, who shall have the power, and 
it shall be their duty to borrow a sum of money, not ex-
ceeding six thousand dollars, for the payment of any amount 
or amounts contracted to be paid by said board of educa-
tion for the erection of said union or high school edifice, 
and to execute bonds therefor, under the common seal of 
said city, and the signatures of the mayor and clerk thereof. 
The loan of the sum hereby authorized shall be for a term 
of not exceeding ten years, and shall be paid in manner stip-
ulated by said city council, and the interest thereon shall be 
paid annually; and the said city council are hereby author-
ized, and it shall be their duty to raise by tax, in manner 
as specified in the ninth section of this act, the annual in-
terest of the above mentioned loan, and to pay over the 
same in discharge of such interest ; and also to raise, levy, 
and collect in the same manner any sum or sums necessary 
to meet the conditions of said loan, and to pay over the 
same in discharge thereof.

An Act to incorporate a Fire Department in the Village of Janesville 

The people of the State of Wisconsin represented in 
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. That the following named persons, William c. 
raatid  a body

Miltmore, William Shelton, H. Jackman, J. N. Kai-
ser, S. W. Smith, Isaac Houland, Samuel Doolittle, Na-
thaniel Parker, J. W. Hobson, C. P. Sears, and their suc-
cessors shall be and hereby are ordained, constituted, and 
declared to be and continue a body politic and corporate 
in fact and in name, under the name and style of the "Fire 
Department of the Village of Janesville ;" by which name 
they and their successors may and shall have perpetual 
succession, and shall be known in law, capable of suing 
and being sued, of pleading and being impleaded, of an-
swering and being answered unto, of defending and being 
defended, in all suits, complaints, matters, causes, courts, 
and places whatsoever, both in law and equity ; and capa-
ble of having a common seal, of acquiring by purchase,. 
gift, devise, or otherwise, and of holding and conveying 
any real, personal, or mixed estate, necessary, proper, or ProThec, 
expedient for the object of this incorporation : Provided, 
That the amont of said estate shall at no time exceed the 
slim of fifty thousand dollars. 

SEC. 2. The officers of said departniont by this act in- mow& 
corporated, shall be a president, vice president, secretary, 
and treasurer ; and said officers shall, together with the 
chairman, of the town board of supervisors and the dele-
gates to be elected or appointed pursuant to the constitu-
tion and by-laws of said department, constitute a board of 
trustees, a majority of whom shall be a quorum for the 
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
