for the due vider of their own affuirs and for the govern-
ment of the institution, to fill all vacancies in their own
bodies which may from time to time occur, to remove
members of their own hody, for long continued neglect of
duty, to confer such degrees amnl other honors npon thuse
whom they may deem gnalified and worthy to receive the
same, as are usually couferred by similar institutions in the
