Such ferry shall be subject to such regulations
as other ferries according to law fixing the rates of' tolls in
the manner in which licensed ferries shall be kept and at-
tended, and no ferry shall be licensed within two miles of
the point where said ferry shall be established.

Ratesof ermiage  OEC. 3. Said Elipbalet Gordon shall be entitled for
crossing any vehicle drawn by two or more horses or oxen,
twenty-five cents: for any vehicle drawn by une lorse,
twenty cents; for a single horse, ten cents; for each head
of neat cattle, after the first, five cents; for each hog or
sheep, after the first, one cent.

) ic highway : Provided, That no person be entitled to re-
cover damages in consequence of the locating said road
