An Act to 1ncorporate the Little Bull Falls Boom Company.

The prople o the Stute of Wisconsin rcpresented in
Scnate wnd dsscudily, do cicaet us follows:

Sceriov 1. That Joseph Desert, Henry Cate, and
James Etherege, their assuciates and successors, be and
they hereby are constituted a body corporate by the name
of the * Little Bull Falls Boom Company,” and may so
continue for the spuce of twenty yvears, and by that name
may sue and be sued, make by-laws not inconsistent with
the laws of this state for the management of their corpo-
rate concerns, and have and enjoy all the rights of simiY:r
corporations.

Sec. 2. That said company may erect and maintain a
boomn with sutlicient piers on cither side or across the Wis-
consin river above and near Little Bull Falls, in the county
of Marathon, tor the purpose of stopping and securing
logs, spars, square timber and other lnmber: /’rovided,
That said boona or booms shall be so arranged as to per-
mit the passage of boats at all times, and at times of run-
ning lumber a suflicient space shall be kept open in some
convenient place, for the passage of rafts, and if any raft
of lumber shall by neglect or accident be carried in said
boom below the space so left open, said boom may be
opened so as to take out said raft, if it can be done without
injury to the company, otherwise it shall be taken out at
the space ke‘;}t open for the passage of rafts.

Skc. 3. lienever any logs, srars, square timber, or
other lumber in the log or tree shall be secured and boom-
ed, the said corporation shall be allowed therefor a toll or
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boomage of twenty-five cents per thousand feet, solid meas-
ure; and they shall bave a lien on all logs or timber so
boomed and secured, for the paymentof boomage.

Sec. 4. Whenever any logs shall be thus boomed and ¢ oceeaings
secured, and no persons shall appear in_ behalf of the whea umber ot
owner or owners thereof to take delivery of the same, and "
to pay the boomage thereon, the said corporation shall
cause said logs to be sawed into lumber, and accurately
measured, and atter deducting their fees for hoomage and
the usual rates fur sawing, the balance shall be kept by
said corporation, subject to the urder or disposiiion of the
owner. The said corporation shall cause to be entered in
a book to be kept for that purpose, the different narks on
logs or timber thus boomed and secured, for which no
owner shall appear, the number of logs bearing any
mark, and the amount of lumber cut from logs bearing
such mark or marks, and shall at the c¢loze of navigation in
the autumn of each vear, deposite in the town clerk’s office
of the town where such boom may Dbe situated, a copy of
all such entries made tor that year; the books of said cor-
poration shall at all times be vpen tor the inspection of all
persons. o

_Sec. 3. Any person or persons wighing to run logs org, = notify
timber ina *“drive” past said boom, shall give the said company.
corporation notice of such desire, and the said corporation
upon receiving such notice shall with as little delay as pos-
sigle, proceed to arrange their boom in such a manner as
to permit the passage of logs and timber, and no person
shall open said boom at any time fur the passage of rafts or
logs, without first requiring said corporation so to do.
