- The people of the State of Wisconsin represented in
Senate and Assembly, do enact az follows:

granted by congress and remaining unsold by the state,
estimated to be about two hundred thousand acres, shall
be selccted and brought into market, and the minimam
price at which said lands shall be sold shall not be less .
than two dollars and fifty cents per acre, except as herein-
after provided: Provided howerer, That said lands shall
not be disposed of exceYt as said improvements progress, Provieo.
that is, so much of said lands may be sold as will produce
the suin of twenty thonsand dollars; and the snlIes shall
then cease until the Governor shall certity the fact to the

resident of the United States, that one-half of said sum
Eas been expended npon said improvement, when a further
sale may be made of a suflicient quantity to reimburse the
amount expended, and then the sales shall progress as the
proceeds thereof shall be expended, and the fact of such
expenditure certified in the manner hereinbefore men-
tioned.
