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An Act to incorporate the Portage City, Stevens Point and Waasau Rail Road Compsty.

The peopls of the State of Wisconsin represented in
Scnute and Asscmbly do enact as yollows:

Skcrion 1. William 8chofield, (reorge J. Goodhue,
Walter D. MacIndoe, George W. Cate, John Phillips,
James 8. Young, John B. Dubay, Joseph D. Phelps,
Abram Brawley, James 8. Alban, Joseph Wood, Hemy
Clinton, and Hugh Maclvarland, together with snch other
persons as may hereafter become associated with them in
the manner hereinafter prescribed, their successors and as-
signs, are hereby created a bady corporate by the name of
the Portage City, Stevens Point, and Wausau Rail Road
Company, and by that name shall be and are hereby nade
capable in law to purchase, hold, and enjoy, and retain to
them and their successors, lands, tenements, and heredita-
ments, so far as may be necessary for the purpose of said
rail road, and the same to sell, grant, rent, or in any man-
ner dispose of, to contract and be contracted with, to sue and
be sued, implead and be impleaded, answer and be answer-
ed, defend and be defended, and also to make, have, and
use a comnmon seal, the same to alter, break, or renew at
their pleasure; and it either of the persons named in this
section shall die, refuse, or neglect to execute the powers
and discharge the duties hereby created, it shall be the du-
ty of the remaining persons hereinbefore named, or a ma-
jority of them, to appoint a suitable person or persons to
fill such vacancy or vacancies, 8o often as the same shall
occur.

Sec. 2. The said corporation are hereby empowered to
cause such examination or survey to be made as shall be
necessary to ascertain the most advantageous route where-
on to construct a rail road, and shall cause an estimate to
be made of the probable cost thereof for cach mile sepa-
rately, and the said corporation shall be,and they are here-
by invested with the right to construct a rail road with onc
or more railways or tracks, from some convenient point in
the village of Portage City, in the county of Coggmbia,
via Grand Rapids, Plover, and Stevens Point, in Portage
county, to Wausan, in Marathon county.

Sec. 8. The capital stock of said corporation shall be
one million dollars, and five dollars on each share shall be
paid at the time of subscribing.

Sec. 4. The above named persons, or a majority of
them, are autharized to open books for receiving subserip:
tions to the capital stock ot said company, and shall pre-
scribe the form of such subscriptions, which books shall be
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opened within two years from the passage of this act, at
such place or places as they may deem expedient, by giv-
ing thirty days’ nutice in some newspaper printed at Port-
age City or at Madison, Wisconsin, and in such other place
or places as may be thought advisable, of the time and
glace or times and places ot opening said books, the said

ooks to be kept open thirty days or until one hundred
thousand dollars of said stock is subseribed.
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Sec. 3. 8o soun as said stock or one hundred thousand o cant meeting.

dollars thereof shall have been subseribed, the above nam-
ed persons or the same number thereot as shall have given
the notice above required, shall give like notice for the
meeting of the stockholders to choose directors, at some
time at least thirty days thereafter, and at some place with-
in the county of Portage, and if at such time and place
the holders of one-halt’ or more of said stock subscribed,
shall attend in person or by lawful proxy, they shall pro-
ceed to chouvse from the stockholders, by ballot, nine di-
rectors, each share of capital stock entitling the owner to
one vote; and at such election the persons named in the
first section of this act, or those appointed by its provis-
ions to fill vacancies which may have occurred, or any of
three of them, if no more be present, shall be mspectors
of such election, and shall certify in writing, signed by
them, or a majority of them, what persous are elected di-
rectors, and if two or more have an equal number of votes,
such inspectors shall determine by lot which of them shall
be directors to complete the number required, and shall
certify the same in like manner, and such inspectors shall
appoint the time and place of holding the first meeting of
directors, at which meeting five shall form a board com-
petent to transact all business of the company, and there-
after a new election of directors shall be made annually at
such time and place as the stockholders at their first meet-
ing shall appoint, and if the stockholders at their first meet-
ing shall fail to appoint the day of such election, then it
shall be holden in the sncceeding year, on the same day of’
the same month on which gaid first election was holden,
nnless the same shall be on the first day of the week, in
which case it shall be holden on the day next succeeding ;
and if no election be had on the day appointed, said com-
pany shall not be dissolved, but such election may be bad
at any time appointed by the by-laws of said company.
The satd directors shall elect one of their number presi-
dent, and shall appoint a secretary, treasurer, such engi-

Sian 7. The directors of said company shull have pow-
er to muke, froin time to tine, all pecdiul rales, reguls
tions, and by-laws, thuehing the bosiness of waid compuany,
and to determine the number of rucks and railways upon
sald road, and the wiatl thercof, and the deseription of car
ringes which may be used thereon, to regulate the amount
of tolls and the manner ot collceting the suwne, and to di-
reet the mode and condition of transferring the stock of
gaid company, and the said company may ercet and main-
tain toll houses and such other builaings and fixtures a8
the accomnmodation of those using said road may reqguire.

Src. 8. The said company shall have the right to enter
upon any lands to survey and lay down said road, not ex-
ceeding one hundred feet in width, and whenever any
lands or aterials shall be requived for the eonstruction of
said road, and the same shall not be given or granted to
said company, as tothe compensation to be paid therefor, the
person or persons claiming compensation as aforesaid, or if
the owner or owners thercot” are minors, insane persons, or
married women, the guardian or guardians of such minors
and insane persons, aud the husbands of such married wo-
men, may select an arbitrator for themselves, and the com-
pany may select an arbitrator gud the two thus selceted
shall take to themselves a third, who shall be sworn and
paid by said company as arbitrators between the parties,
and render copies of their award to each of the parties, in
writing, from which award either party may appeal to the

The eaid rail road company are hereby author-
‘ized and fully empowered in their corporate name and ca-
pacity to borrow any sum or sums of money, and for any
rate of interest which may be agreed upon by and between yyy yogrow
said company, and any person or party of whom such mon.- mesey.
¢y may be obtained, and make and execute in their corpo-
rate name all necessary writings, notes, bonds or other pa-
pere, and make and exccute and deliver such securities in
amount and kind as may be deemed expedieprt by eaid cor-
poration, any law on the subject of interest in this state to
the contrary notwithstanding, and the powers of said cor-
poration for the purposes aforesaid and for all purposes ne-
cessary to carrying out the objects of said company, name-
ly, the coustruction of a rail road from Portage City via
Stevens Point to Wausau, in Marathon county, are hereby
ratified and confirmed, and the contracts and official acta
of said company declared binding in law and equity, upon
said corporation and upon all other parties to such contracts.
