Chap 367 	 An Act to incorporate Um Union Academy. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin. represented 
Senate and _Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Jesse Smith, Alanson B. Vaughan, Harvey 
Frost, liesekiah L. Smith, Allen Miner, Peter A.Hen, 
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Thomas Wardall, D. G. Frisbee, Dan Pond, Gideon E. ,er"atedraLes b°41 
Newman, and Alanson Moore, and their associates and - 
successors, are hereby declared and constituted a body 
corporate by the name and style of the "Union Academy," 
to be located in the village of Union and county of Ruck, 
for the purpose of educating youth of both sexes. 

Sao. 2. Said corporation shall have power to contract 
and be contracted with, sue and be sued, plead and be im- 
pleaded, defend and be defended, in all courts of law and 
equity, it shall have a common seal and may alter or re- 
new the same at pleasure, and shall have power to acquire, 
purchase, receive, possess, hold, and enjoy property, per-
sonal and real, and to sell, and rent, or otherwise law-
fully dispose of the same at pleasure. 

Sao. 3. The stock of said corporation shall be divided 
into shares of twenty-five dollars each, which shall be sksk 
deemed personal property, and shall be transferable on the 
books of the corporation in such manlier as shall be pre-
scribed by its laws. 

SEC. 4. The business matters of said corporation shall 
be managed by a board of seven trustees, a majority of Tromso ,  , 
whom shall constitute a quorum. Said trustees shall be 
elected on the first Monday of May next, at seven o'clock,
