Ske. 5. A list of the rates of toll for crossing shall be To te posted up.
pusted up in some conspicuous place on the said bridge.

Ste. 6. The Board of County Supervisors of Grant yuiebss, ko,
cennty shall have power and anthority at any time to make,
and declare said bridge frce, on first paying to the owners
of said bridge the cost of construction thereof, and of the
necessary lixtures thercof; and in case raid IHenry L.
Meassey, William Ilull, and uassociates shall fail to build
and eomnplete said bridge within eighteen months from the
date of this act, then and in that case the suid Board of Su-
g'\-n’is‘)rs shall have authority to build and maintain a free

ridge constructed in the manner above set forth,
