Senate and Assembly, do enact az follows: .
Secrion 1. The board of supervicors of each county in

Powees of roper; this state, shall have power and authority, at any legal

meeting, in addition to the powers heretofore conferred
upon them,

1. To alter or change the name of any person, town, o
village, in their respective counties.

3. To alter or vacate any town or village, or any par
thereof, surveyed, platted, and recorded in esuch county,
upen petition, and npon such notice as is required in va-
cating towns by the circnit conrt.

3. To grant charters to any persons to build and main-
tain toll and tree bridges in their respective counties, and
to regulate the tolls thereof.

4. To incorporate literary, benevolent, charitable, and
gcientific instituticns.

5. To grant charters and confer corporate powers upoa
such persons or companies as they may deem expedieot,
to build and maintain plank or turnpike roads in their re-
spective counties, not inconsistent with the laws of this
state, and to regulate the tolls thereof.

6. To grant charters for ferriesto such persons and foe
such period of time asthey may think right not exceeding
ten years,.and to prescribe the rate of ferriage.
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In case the name of any town shall be changed by any ;flerkio tms-
board of supervisors, it shall be the duty.of the clerk of
