The people of the Stute of Wiseconsin vcprcsented in
Scrat: und Asscidbly, do enact as follows:

Sucrion 1. The governor, secretary of state, state treas-
urer, attorney geﬁeml, and su pgrn‘l.tendent of public instrue-, Equal-
tion shall be a board of cqualization of the assessment of iation,
the several counties, and the state tax to be paid by them.
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The governor shall be em oficio presideut, and the secreta-
ry of state secretary of such board.

Sro. 2. Thesaid board shzll tneet at ths office of the
governor, on the sceond Monday of I'chruary of each year
and shall exuniue the agereate valuuion of the taxable
property ot the several counties of tuestate for the last pre-
ceding year, as retarned to the sccretary of state, and
shall inerease or duninish the samein any county so much
per centiin a3 mav, in their opinioi, e ne-cessary to pro-
duce a just reiation beiwecen the valuiions of the taxable
property in tuo stute ; und the amounut so added or deduci-
