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Skc. 4. The decision and award of the said com-
missioners mentioned in the second seetion of this aet,
shall be final, unless appealed from as provided for in
this act; and the said award shall be filed by the said com-
missioners, in the oftice of the clerk of the eircuit court of’ Ke-
nosha county, and shall be and remain a lien upon the goods
and chattles real ofthe said Joseph Davenport and his a~soci-
ates until the term of the said circuit court thereafter,
when, upon motlon made by any party interested, a judg-
ment may be entered up, and execution issue, to the
same cffect and in the same manner as judgments are en-
tered and executions issued wvpon suits of a civil nature
commenced and tried in the said circuit court.

Skc. 5. Nothing in this act shall be so construed as to
give the said Joseph Davenport or his associates the right
to raise the water in said river higher than four feet above
low water mark.

Skc. 6. No guit or proceeding at law or in equity shall
be entered against the said Joseph Davenport and his asso-
ciates, for any damages arising from the overflowing of any
lands, by reason of the keeping up and maintaining of said
mill dam after he or any of his associates shall have ap-
plicd to have commissioners appointed according to the
provisions of this act.
