chase of any lands included in the grant of land under an on paymentof
act of congress, entitled “ An act to grant a quaatity of Procipal
land to the territory of Wisconsin, for the purpose of aid-
Ing in opening a canal, to connect the waters of lake
Michigan with those of the Rock river, and who shall
have execated a mortgage, upon said land, to secure the
payment of the purchase money, or part thereof, or who
shall become liab'e t» pay said moctgage, by reason of the
purchase or assignment subsequently from the original
purchaser, his heirs and ass'gns, may on or before the
first day of January, one thousand eight hundred and
fifty-four, pay to the state treasurer, the amount of
principal, due upon said mortgage, without interest upon
the same, computing the land at the rate of one dullar and
twenty five cents per acre, and the state treasurer on re-
ceiving said payment, shall execute and deliver to such
person or persons a recei ﬁt in full therefor, containing the
amount of principal by him received, together with date
and full description of the mortgage upon which said pay-
ment is to apply.
