Chap. 94.

AN ACT to amend chapter 504 of the Session Lanos
of 1852.

Published, May 1, 1854.

The people of the State of Wisconsin represented in
Senate and Assembly do enact as follows:

§ 1. Instead of printing the names of the president of
the senate and speaker of the assembly at the end of the
volume of laws, as provided in section fourteen, chapter
five hundred and four of the session laws of 1852, there
shall be prefixed to each volume of laws hereafter pub-
lished, the name and residence of the several state offi-
cers, the senators and members of assembly, and the pre-
siding officers and clerks of both branches of the legisla-
ture, at the time of the passage of such laws.

§ 2. Six hundred copies of the journal of each house of
the legislature shall hereafter be printed to be distributed
as follows : one copy to each state officer and member and
officer of the legislature; one copy to the governor of
each state and territory for the library thereof; one copy
to the register of deeds of each county, to be preserved
in his office, and thirty copies to the state library to be
preserved therein.

§3. The revised statutes, session laws, journals, and
documents remaining after the distribution provided by
law, shall be safely kept by the secretary of state for the
use of new counties and towns as they shall become enti-
tled to recaive the same. Provided, That thirty copies of
every publication of the state and territory of %Visconsin
ghall remain in thestate library. Provided also, That one
copy of each of said publications shall be distributed to
the bank comptroller, each justice of the supreme court,
the state prison commissioners, and the library of the
state historical society. - :
