The pevpee oF the State of Wisconsin, represented im
Senate and Assemucy, do enact as follows :

Seorion 1. In all cages wherein,in any court. of record
in this state, the defendants default in any suit, and an or-
der for interlocutory judgment therein shall have been or
may hereafter be duly entered, according t» the rules and
practice of the court, th.e plaintiff may at the time of en-
tering of such default or order as aforesaid, or at any time:
afterwards in term time or in vaeation of such court, euter
or cause to be entered an order in the common rule book,
kept by the clerk of such court, that the said clerk assess
the plaintifi’s damages, or that a writ of inquiry issue to
the sheriffof the proper county fur that purpose, as the na-
ture of the case may require, and such assessment may at
any time thereafter, be made accordingly.
