The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
Senate and Assbmbly, do enact as follows : o

Skc. 1. The commissioner ot state prison is herehy au- gommission’rs
thorized to let out the work of the convicts engaged in the of state prison
mechanical departments of laborin the prison to the high- to let work of
est and best bidder or bidders, who shall make application ﬁ?;;;::"bﬁdm
to contract for such labor, upon such conditions as shall to
him seem most beneficial, when heshall deem that the same
can be done for the best interest of the state. Previous to
entering into any contract with any person or persons, for
the purpose above specified, the commissioner shall give
notice, in at least two newspapers in the state, that the la-
bor of the convicts, in the respective mechanical depart-
ments, will be let out to the highest and best bidder or bid-
ders, on a day certain, which shall be specified in such
notice, and that sealed proposals for said labor will be re-
ceived at the office of the commissioner, up to a certain
day or hour, also spec'fied in such notice. Said notice
shall be published at least three successive weekas.

Skc. 2. The person or persons to whom such labor may pereons re-
be given, on contract, shall be required by the commis- ceiving such
sioner to give good and sufficient bonds, with twd or more labor to give
sureties, in such reasonable sum as may be deemed ne-
cessary for the faithful performance of such contract; and
such person or persons, so contracting, shall be further
required to pay such reasonable rentage for the use of the Shall pay
prison shops furnished by the state as shall be agreed up- > ' P2 reut.
on between them and the commissioner aforesaid.

_ Sgc. 3. If the commissioner of the prison shall at any g,mmissioner
time deem it for the best interest of the state, he may em- may employ
ploy the convicts outside the ‘Prison or yard, in quarrying cenvicta
stone, cultivating the prison farm, or in any other labor
pertaining to the prison, when the same can be done
without any chance or possibility of escape on the part of
the convicts 8o employed ; and in such case the commis-
sioner shall at all times detail a sufficient force of the pri-
son police to watch and guard the convicts, when so em-
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ployed, as prudence shall direct and the necessities of the
caserequire,

Skc. 4. The commissioner is also hereby authorized and
required to employ the labor of the conviets who under-
stand stone dressing, in dressing stone suitable for the
main building of the prison, on the prison walls, either or
both, so long as he shall deem it for the interest of the
state so to do, and he may also, if he deem the same ad-
visable, make the necessary excavations for'the main build-
ing of the prison, and do such other work in connection
therewith as shall be proper, preparatory to the erecting
of the main buildings, according to the present plan there-
of; and shall have power to contract for all the stone ne-
cessary to be dressed and used for the above purposes.

Sko. 5. All contracts on account of the prison shall be
made by the warden, in writing, unless when the wants
and necessities of the prison shall compel the commission-
er to purchase supplies of any kind immediately, in which
case he is hereby authorized to purchase the same upon
verbal agreement.

Skoc. 6. The chaplain of the prison shall receive a yearly
salary of two hundred and fifty dollars, to be paid inequal
quarterly payments.

Sko. 7. All acts or parts of acts contravening the pro-
visions of this act are hereby repealed.

Sko. 8. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage.
