An Act to execute the trust created by an aet of Oongress, entitled “An
" Act granting Public Lands to the State of Wisconsin, to aid in the con-
struction of Railroads, in said state,”” approved June 3d, 1856, by incor-
porating the Wisoonsin and Superior Railroad ‘Oompany; and grénting
& portion of said lands thereto. [

The people, of the State of Wisconsin, vepresenied in
Senate Assembly, do enact as follows:

Seorion 1. Herman Haertel, Alfred Lamberson, Oyrus gosporsters.

All other estates, property and
effects which said company may purchase or acquire by
gift or grant, other than that which is above in this sec-
tion mentioned, shall always be subject to taxation and
assessment, notwithstanding the exemptions hereinafter
contained.
