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roved January 27, 1851, is hereby defined and declar-
ed to be as follows : Commencing at the point where 
the range line between ranges nine and ten west, inter-
sects the township line between townships twenty-four 
and twenty-five north ; thence south on said range line 
to the Trempealeau or Mountain river ; thence down 
the meandered channel, being the most westerly chan-
nel of said Trempealeau or Mountain river, passing 
through townships twenty and nineteen north of range 
ten west, and through the north-east corner of section 
two, through sections three, ten, nine and fifteen of 
township eighteen north, of range ten west to the main 
channel of the Mississippi river, including in Trempea-
leau county the island in the Viosissippi river, eompos-
ed of portions of sections fourteen, fifteen, twenty-two, 
twenty-three and twenty -four of township ei,oliteen 
north of range ten west, as laid down in the plats of 
the United States Government surveys. 

§ 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage. '

AN ACT to regulate the boundaries of La Crosse and Jackson counties. 

T he people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in 
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

Certain territory § 1. That towns number twenty-two (22) and twenty 
attached to La 
Crosse. 	three (23), north of range number four (4), five (5) and 

six (8) west, and towns number twenty (20), twenty-one 
(21) and twenty-four (24) north of range number five 
(5) and six (6) west, in the county of Jackson, are here-
by attached and shall hereafter be and constitute a part 
of La Crosse county. 

§ 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage.
