S 1. No execution shall issue on any Judo'mentg: sxocution te
against a town, nor shall any suit be brought thereon ; towns.
but the same shall be collected in the manner herein
after prov1ded in this act. '

§ 2. Whenever an exemplified copy of any final Amountofjudge-
Judrrment rendered by any Court of thj xs State against u wpon taxabls
any town in this State, together with an aﬂidawt of PropertT:
the Plaintiff in such jud ent his assignee, or his at-
torney, stating that said Judoment has not been revers-
ed, appealed from, or removed to any other Court, or
paid or satisfied in wholé or in part, shall be filed in
the office of the town clerk of the town against which
such judgment may have been rendered, it shall be the
duty ‘of the town clerk with whom the cortificate of the
judgment as aforesaid shall have been filed, to proceed
to assess the amount thereof with interest from the date
of such judgment to the time when the warrant for the
collection thereot will expire, upon the taxable proper-
ty of said town placing the same on the next town as- -~ G
sessinent and tax roll in a seperate column; and the:
