AN ACT to authorize the Secretary of 3tate to audit a certain account.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
Senate and Assembly, do enact ‘as follows :

§ 1. The Secretary.of State is hereby aunthorized to
audit the account of Atwood & Rublee, for furnishing
to the Superintendent of Public Iroperty, copies of
the Gubernatorial trial in the Supreme Court, in case
of Bashford vs. Barstow, ordered by resolution of the
Assembly, adopted February 7th, 1857. Said account
shall be accompanied with a certificate of the Super-
intendent of Public Property, setting forth the number
of copies of said work that were ordered and delivered
under said resolution, which account shall be audited
by the Secretary of State at the price at which the
game work ordered by the last Legislature was audited ;
and he shall draw a warrant on the Treasury for the
