AN ACT to extend the right of Suffrago.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows : ,

1. The right of voting is hereby extended to male 8uffrage cxtend-
pe§sons of African blood who shallyhave attained the ggnnfm%np:r
age of twenty-one years or upwards, with the same
qualifications and restrictions mow imposed upon other
voters in Section 1, of article on suffrage in the consti-
tution.

§ 2. Thisact, before it takes effect, shall ‘be submitted jot sabeied to

to the people at a general election to be held on Thues-
day next succeeding the first Monday of November,
1857, when, if such majority of votes as is required by
the Constitution, be cast for it, it shall be of force and
eftect under the requirements hereinafter prescribed;
but if such majority be not cast for it, shall have no
force or effect. ‘

§ 8. The form of the ballot to be used on this occa- Form orbalte:.
sion shall be for the affirmative, “ For extention of
suffrage,” for the negative, “ For the extension of guf-
frage, no,” which shall be on the general ballot nsed
at the said election, and depositeg in the same box;
and all persons qualified by law to vote at any election
in this State shall be deemed voters on this guestion.
