AN ACT to prevent trespasses on the swamp and overflowed lands IR 
this State. 

The people of the State f  TV7sconsin, represented in 
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows :

§ 1. The Governor of the State is hereby authorized .  

survey. 	and empowered to cause to be surveyed the Islands in 
the Mississippi and Wisconsin Rivers, and the unsur-
veyed lands adjacent to said rivers, belonging to this 
State, granted by act of Congress, approved 2st1i Sep.
tember, A. D. one thousand eight hundred and fifty, 
entitled "an act to enable the State of Arkansas and 
other States to reclaim the swamp lands within their 
limits," and to do all other things he may deem neces-
sary to obtain from the United States the patents for 
the lands situated in such islands belonging to this State.

§ 3. In all prosecutions, actions and suits brought

to this State by the act ot Congress aforesaid, whether 
said lands be surveyed or unsurveyed, or whether said 
lands have been selected and patented to this State or 
remain unselected and unpatented to this State, parol 
testimony may and shall be admitted to prove such 
lands, swamp and overflowed lands, made unfit thereby 
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for cultivation and to belong to the State of Wisconsin.
