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tnmplated lv f1 net; and any clr,iniant of unsurvey-
ed or unpatelited lands, may describe the saine -py 
metes and bounds, carefully defined, and in addition 
to the certificate referred to in section one of this act, 
parol evidence shall be received that said lands are 
swamp or overflowed lands. 

§ 3. Section 6 of chapter 125, of General Laws of 
1,866, is hereby amended by striking out the words 
"five dollars per acre" in the second line, and insert-
ing in lieu thereof, the words "one dollar and twenty-
five cents per acre." 

§ 4. .Nothing herein contained shall be construed to 
prevent the sale of any of the aforesaid lands at public, 
sale, where the right of pre-etnption has not been prov-
ed up, ten days previous to any such sale. 

§ 5. This act shall take effect from and after its pas-
sage.

AN ACT to extend the time for the payment of principal and interest 
due the school fund of this State. 

The pcople of the State of Wisconsin, represented in 
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

1. The time is hereby extended to the ninth day of 
Time 'extended. the present month, for the payment of principal and 

interest due the school fund of this State : Provi&d, 
Proviso. This extension of the time shall apply to the pres-

ent year only ; and the State Treasurer shall in making 
his statement.of moneys to be apportioned by the State 
Superintendent of Schools, include all income received 
of school moneys up to and including the said ninth of 
March. 

§ 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage.
