AN ACT to regulate the purchase and disbursement of Stationery for the
use of the Stato.

The people of the State of Wzl;consin, represented in
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows :

§ 1. The Governor of this State is hereby authorized
and required to appoint an agent to purchase all sta-
tionerg' fo. the use of the State at a compensation not
exceeding two hundred dollars per annum, which agent
shall let the contract every year of furnishing the said
stationery to tlic lowest bidder as provided in section
25 of article four of the Constitution, and the said agent
so appointed shall report to the Legislature during the

2Eoms 0 ™ first week of cach annual session the amount of station-

ery purchased by him during the next preceeding year
up to the day cf making such report, ot who: all such
stationery has been purchased ; the amount of cesh paid
on such statiorery, if any; the amount purchased on
credit, if any ; the amouant of indebtedness against the
State for stationery, if any ; and to whom such indebt-
edness is due.

§ 2. The aforesaid agent shall accompany his report

Exammation "ot With an affidavit taken before some person authorized

to administer oaths that he has purchased the State sta-
tionery of the lowest bidder after exawmining at least
gix different proposals from wholesale stationers for
furnishing saig stationery, or after examining at least
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six wholesale staticuery stores for the prirpose of mak-
ing such purchase, and that he has not either directly
or indirectly received any bribe, presentor considera-
tion of any kind for purchasing any of such stationery,
except the comypensation hereby authorized.

§ 8. The said agent shall be required to give a bond Agent requirea
ranning to the:State of Wisconsin, with two or more ' & ™
sureties, to be approved by the Governor and deposi.
ted in the oftice of the Secretary of State, in sum of at
least double the value of all moneys which shall come
into his possession during any one year, conditioned
for the faithful performance of his duties and to securc
any and all sams of money with which he may be en-

trusted.

of State, and of Commissioners of School and Univer-
sity Lands; to the State Treasurer or his assistant, for
the office ot State Treasurer; to the Attorney General,
for the office of Attorney General; to the Bank Comp-
troller or his agsistant, for the office of Bank Comptrol-
ler; to the Superintendent of Public Instraction or his
assistant, for the office of Superintendent of Public In-
struetion; to the Clerk of the Supreme Court, for the
Supreme Court room; to each and every member of the
Legislature, the Lieutenant Governor, the Chief Clerks
and Sergeant-at-arms of the two Hcuses of the Legisla-
ture, an% to such other persons as the Legislature of
either branch thereof may by resolution designate. No
Clerk in any State office or department of State shall
be permitted to receive any of the State stationery,
unless on the written order of some one of the persons
above designated.
