AN AOQT to regulate voluntary assignments with a view of insolvenocy.

-The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented tn
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows :

§ 1. That all voluntary conveyance, sales, assign- Voatary w-
ments or transfers whatever, of any real estate, chat-
tels real, goods and chattels, rights, credits, monies or
effects whatever hereafter made with a view of insolv-
eucy, shall be void as against creditors, unless the as-
signee in all cases shall be a resident of this State ; and
ghall before taking upon himself the several trusts con-
ferred upon him, or them, by the instrument of assign-
ment, appointing such assignee, execute a bond in a
penal sum, and with sufficient sureties to be approved

- by the county judge of the county where the assignee |
resides at the date of the instrument of assignment, con-
ditioned to pay over all monies that shall come to his
or their hands from the effects of the assignor, after de-
ducting the necessary expenses of performing the trust
to the several persons or parties named in the instru.
ment of assignment, appointing svch assignee accord-
ing to the tenor and effect of such instrument of assign-
ment.

§ 2. This act shall take effect from and after its pas-
sage.

AN ACT to authorize the establishment of a House of Refuge for Juven-
ile Delinquents in the State of Wisconsin. .

The people of the Stale of Wisconsin, represented in
Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows : ’

§ 1. The Governor of the State of Wisconsin shall Goveraer des
appoint three Commissioners for the purpose of select- nissiencrs
ing a suitable site on’which to erect a House of Retuge
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for juvenile delingnents, and the said Commissioners
ghall within eight weeks from the time of their appoint.
ment proceed to examine and determine upon the site
aforesaid ; Provided, That it shall be located where the
citizens shall contribute the largest sum towards the
erection of the same; in determining snch location the
said Commissioners shall take into conside:ation any
propositions which may be made to them, and of the
performance ot which they chall have sati~factory as-
surance to give to the State; the lands necessary for
* the site of said House of Refuge, or at:iy materials or
money to aid in the erection thereof, and any bond or
other obligation. execnted to the people of this State
and delivered to said Commissioners, to secure any such
site, materials or money t. r the purpuse aforesaid, shall
be valid and binding upon the - parties execuring the

same. :
§ 2. If the said Commissioners shall procure by pur-
Déed of property chase, or voluntary cession, the site for the said 1louse
of Refuge, the deed thereof shall be duly execnted to
the people of this State and delivered to the Secretary
of Stat , and thereupon the State Treasurer is hereby
directed to pay on the order of the Secretary of State
to the grantor or grantors, of whom the site shall be
purchased, such sum or sumns of money as may be re-
uired to pay for the site agreeably to the contract of
the said Commissioners ; Providel, The sum to be paid
on such order does not excced the sumn of fifteen hun-

dred dollars.

§ 3. At any time not exceeding six mon‘hs after the
May contract fer Said site .ghall be obtained vy the said Commissioners,
mbanetee “ they, the said Commissioners, are hereby empowered

5. The State Treasurer is hereby directed to pay to State Treasurer

often thereafter as the Governorshall or may from time
to tine require. ; \

§ 7. Each of said Commissioners herein mentioned pes atem ptcom-
shall be allowed for his services four dollars per day misiners
while actually employed in the duties of his office, and
at the rate of five cents per mile for all the necessary:

§ 8. The said Commissioners shall, for four weeks in shan sdvertte
stccession, advertise in a newspaper published in each ® PrPo"®
of the cities of Racine, Milwaukee, Janesville and Ma-
dison, for sealed proposals for erecting and completing
the said building aund enclosure, and shall make a con-
tract with the lowest bidder or bidders ; Provided, Such
bidder or bidders shall give satisfactory security for
the performance of his or heir contracts, and, Psovided g
also, That such contfact or contracts, or such securitiesy
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shall be approved by the Governor. Nosuch:bid shall
ba received unless the same shall be accompanied by
2 bond to the people of the State of Wisconsin in the
, penal sum of ten thousand dollars, executed by the per-
sou or persons making such bid, and by.two sureties,
‘ponditioned that the person making such bid will with-
ig twenty days after such bid shall have been accepted,
bnter into a contract according to such bid and give
such security as is above required for the full and
faithful performance thereof. In case the condition of
_such bond shall be broken, the Attorney General shall
ause such bond to be proesecuted wheneverin his opin-
ion the interest of the State shall require it, and in the

money in the State Treasury not otherwise appropriated
