The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented i* 
Senate and Assemblu. do enact as follows : 

Attorneys not SEC. 1. Hereafter no attorney or counsellor at law 
to go bail. practising in any of the counties of this state shall be 

taken or received as bail or security on any undertaking, 
bond, or recognizance in any case or action, civil or 
criminal. 

When not ex- SEC. 2. Nothing contained in the foregoing section 
empted. 	shall be so construed as to exempt an attorney from lia- 

bility to pay costs in cases where he is now by law liable 
to pay the same. 

SEC. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
