eounty treasurer, at the time of making payment of the
state tax into the state treasury, shail file with the
state treasurer a statement, verified by afidavit, of the
amount of such delinquent taxes so returned to said
sounty treasurer; and, Provided further, that the
county treasurer of such county be required to make a
final settlement with the state treasurer at the time
fixed for making the return to the state, mentioned in
the first section of this act, at which time the said coun-
¥y treasurer shall pay the full amount then justly due
t{e state from such county.
