AN ACT to require the treasurer of the city of La Crone, to reoeive school 
district orders in payment of school tax.

SEcrion.  1. It is hereby made the daty of the treas-
urer of the city of La Crosse, in payment of any school 
tax, that has been or may hereafter be levied upon the 
taxable property in said city, to receive from any per-
son offering to pay such school tax, the amount thereof 
in orders issued by the officers of school district No. 1 
in said city. 

§ 2. The treasurer of school district No. 1, in the 
city of La Crosse, shall receive of and from the treasur-
er of the city of La Crosse in payment of any tax as-
sessed for school purposes in said city, such orders men-
tioned in section one of this act, as shall have been re-
ceived by such city treasurer in payment of such tax 
or taxes so levied for school purposes, and which have 
come into the hands of said city treasurer. 

§ 3. This act shall, take eflect and be in force from 
and after its passage.
