a8 is authorized by this chapter, shall pay all the expen-
ges of the same, but may receive voluntary contributions
towards defraying such expenses from the other persoms
interested in the tract of land so surveyed.

Sec. 5. Tkis act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and approval.
