[Published April 3, 1861.] 

AN ACT declaring certain portions of the Sheboygan and Fond 
du Lac Plank Road a Mlle Highway. 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER 143. 

[Publialted April 2, 1861.] 

AN ACT to authorize the State Prison Commissioner to settle with 
the United States for the support of United States convicts, and 
to require him to report annually to the Governor respecting 
such convicts. 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. It shall be the duty of the state prison coSeiniuniZing ac-
commissioner, once every six months, to make out and 
present for settlement to the proper auditing officer of 
the United States for this state, a certified account of 
the amount which shall then be due and unsettled for 
the support and maintenance of United States convicts 
in the state prison of this state.
