ProcdRE . twenty-fifth day of December, the first day of January,
and the twenty-second day of February, shall fall upon
Sunday, the following Monday shall be alegal holiday ;
and all notes, drafts, bills of exchange, or other paper
maturing on said Sundays and Mondays, shall be due
and payable on the secular day next preceding. All
such notes, drafts, bills of excﬁan e, or other paper
maturing on Sunday or upon any legal holiday, shall
be due and payable upon the next preceding secular
day.

Repol. %ECTIO.\‘ 2. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent
with the provisions of this act, are hereby repealed.
