CHAPTER 28.

AN ACT to extend the time for the collection of taxes in the city
‘ of Beloit.

/
The People of the State of Wisconsin, repiesented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows :

SeorioN 1. The time for the collection of taxes in
the city of Beloit, in the county of Rock, is hereby
extended till the first Monday in April, 1861 : provided,
that thig act shall not be so construed as to extend
the time for the payment of state taxes.

SecrioN 2. The treasurer of said city shall have
the same power and authority to collect the taxes con-
tained in said city tax-roll, after, as before such exten-
sion of timé for the collection of said taxes, and the
return of the city treasurer to the county treasurer with-
in the time limited by this act for the collection of taxes
im gaid city, shall be as valid as if made pursuant to
the direction of the original warrant, anything in any
law to the contrary notwithstanding.

Sgcrion 3. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

AN ACT to postpone the sale of lands in the county of Pierce for
delinquent taxes for the year 1860.

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Serale
and Assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1. The sale of lands in the county of Pierce
and state of Wisconsin, for the delinquent taxes of the
year 1860, is hereby postponed until the first Tuesday
in September next, and the county treasurer of said
county is hereby required to advertise said delinquent
lands on which the taxes remain unpaid on the first
of August preceding such sale, and shall sell the same
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in the manner required by law, on the first Tuesday in
September, 1861.
SecrroN 2. This act shall be in force from and after
its passage.

-AN ACT to change the time of holding Courts in the 8ixth Judicial
Cirouit, and to authorize the holding a special term in and for
said Cireuit at the city of La Crosse.

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. That hereafter, the general terms of the Terme of holding
-circuit court in and for the counties of Trempealeau and
‘Buffalo, in the sixth judicial circuit of this state, shall
be held as follows: fn the county of Trempealeau on
the first Monday of April, and the first Monday of De-
cember of each year; in the county of Buffalo on the
second Monday of April, and on the Monday succeed-
ing_the fourth Monday of September of each year.
SecrioN 2. All process, actions, proceedings or re- Ixccess &c, re-
-cognizances heretofore commenced, issued or taken in
or from said courts, or either of them, and all proceed-
ings pending therein, or returnable thereto, whether by
recognizance or otherwise, shall be held and taken as
returnable at the times named in this act as the times
for holding said courts respectively.
Sectiox 3. On the third Monday of Mareh in each jpegisl term ia
year, a special term of the circuit court in and for said
circuit, shall be held at the court house in the city of
La Crosse, in the county of La Crosse, by the judge
thereof, for the transaction of all business not requiring
the intervention of a Jury
SecrioN 4. No notice of the holding of said special Notics ot re-
term shall be required, other than the passage an pub-
lication of this act.
SecrioN 5. All acts and parts of acts conflicting Bepeal:
with the provisions of this act are hereby repealed.
