said chairman of the town board of supervisors, when
so elected, shall be the representative of said village
as well as said town in the county board of supervisors,
but said chairman of the board of supervizors when
thus elected, shall not be the representative of said
village for any other purpose or purposes whatsoever,
than the one in this section specified.

SectioN 42. If any election shall, for any cause, Falarefo hold -
fail to be held at the time and in the manner herein loss of franchis-
provided, it shall not be considered reason for suspend- *
ing or absolving said corporation, but such election
shall be had on some subsequent day;and in case of
such failure to hold an election, the president or board
of trustees shall immediately order such election to be
held, and shall give notice of the time and place of
such election, as provided by section three of this act;
and such election shall be conducted in all respects and
have the same effect as though the same had been held
at the time and in the maner provided by this act.

This act shall be considered a public Peble st
act, and shall be construed favorably in all courts and
places, and shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage, and shall immediately after its pas-
sage be published in the official state paper.
