CHAPTER 301.
[ Published April 30, 1861.]

AN ACT to authorize the people of the town of Stevens Point to
hold a town meeting.

The People of the Sta-c of Wisconsin, represented in Senale
and Assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1. The legal voters of the town of Stevens
Point, in the county of Portage, are hereby authorized
and empowered to hold a town meeting at the house of
S. R. Hopkins, in said town, on the 27th day of May,
A. D. 1861, for the purpose of electing such officers
as are by law to be elected at town meetings, and for
the transaction of such other businessas may be trans-
acted at the same.

SectioN 2. The proceedings at such town meeting
shall, in all respects, be conducted in accordance with
gections 13,14 and 15 of chapter 15 of the revised
statutes, entitled “of towns and town officers; powers
and duties of towns.”

Secrion 8. The terms for which said town officers
are elected, shall expire the same as if said officers were
elected on the 2d day of April, A. D. 1861.

Secrion 4. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 302.
[ Published April 26, 1861.]

AN ACT to create the municipal court of the city and town of
Ripon.

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. There shall be established in the city and
town of Ripon, a municipal court, for the transaction of
all business that may lawfully come before it; and for
that purpose, the city and town of Ripon is hereby con-
