practicable, to cause to be made a re-survey of the
highways referred to in the foregoing section of this
act, and cause accurate descriptions thereof to be filed
and recorded in the office of the town clerk of said
town. Such descriptions, when so filed and recorded,
shall be received as evidence in all courts and places
whatsoever. -

SkctioN 8. The town superintendent of schools of
said town is hereby required to make out a new des-
cription of the territory embraced in the several school
districts and parts of districts in said town, and cause
the same to be filed and recorded in the office of the
town clerk. Such descriptions when so filed and recorded,
shall be received as evidence in all courts and places
whatsoever.

Secrion 4. The secretary of state shall cause a

CHAPTER 46.

AN ACT to amend Chapter 126 of the General Laws of 1858, enti-
tled ““Of School Laws and Law Library Associations.”

The Peoplc of the State of Wisconsin, vepresented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows :

Secrion 1. Section three of chapter 126 of the
general laws of 1858, is hereby amended by strikin
out the words * twenty-five” where they occur in sai
section, and inserting in lieu thereof the words “one
hundred.”

Seetton 2. Section four of said act is hereby amended
by striking out the word “ten” where it oceurs in said
section, and inserting in lieu thereof the word *one.”

Section 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its pasgage'and publication.
