as shall be necessary; the same to be estimated and
directed by the board of supervisors of the respective
towns, to be levied and collected in the same manner
as other taxes; and such levy and collection to be cer-
tified to by the town oclerk to the state superintendent,
previous to the apportionment of the income of the
school fund in the present year.

of this act, and he is authorized to apportion to such
towns a8 comply with the provisions of this act, the
sums of money they may thereby be entitled to.
