AN ACT to change the time for holding the annual Charter Elec- 
tion in the village of Sheboygan Falls. 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Sent* 
and Assembly, do enact as follows 

TnenanY in  SECTION 1. The time for holding the annual charter April. 
election in the village of Sheboygan Falls, is hereby 
changed, so that such election shall hereafter be held 
on the first Tuesday in April of each year, instead of 
the second Tuesday, as provided in section 3 of chapter 
280 of the private and local laws of 1854. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.

AN ACT to regulate the traffic in logs, timber and lumber on lb. 
Wisconsin, Black, Chippewa and St. Croix Rivers. 

The People of the Stateof Wisconsin, represented in , ■43nol, 
and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

Districts. 	SECTION 1. For the purpose of surveying and reg- 
ulating the survey of or measurement of logs, timber and 
lumber, the Wisconsin river and its tributaries are 
hereby constituted and created a district, to be known 
and called district number one : the Black river and 
its tributaries to be known and called district number 
two ; the Chippewa river and its tributaries to be 
known and called district number three, and the St. 
Croix river and its tributaries to be known and called 
district ntunber four. 

Appointment of 	SECTION 2. There shall be appointed once in two 
ar.veyors gene- years, by the governor of the state of Wisconsin, a 

surveyor general fur each of the said districts, who, at 
the time of his appointment, shall be a citizen of and 
reside in the district to which he is appointed, and who
