SectroN 1. The sixth section of the act to which Tax for making
this act is amendatory, is hereby amended so as to read sests’ ¢
as follows: ¢ The supervisors of the said village of
Elkhorn shall have power to raise by levying a tax on
all the taxable property in said village, for the purpose
of making, building, improving and repairing the high-
ways, streets, and bridges in said village, any sum or
sums not less than one nor more than ten mills on the
dollar, on all such property; and also for the same
purpose, to assess a poll tax -of one dollar each upon all
that description of individuals, residents of said village,
liable by law to pay a poll tax in the several towns of
this state; and all the taxeslevied and assessed in said
village for the purposes mentioned in this section, shall
be paid in money, and be collected as the other gene-
ral' taxes of said village are collected, and when so
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_CHAPTER ¢ collected shall be paid over.to the street commissioner
on the order of the supervisors, and by the street com-
missioner expended under the direction of the super-
vigors.”
