1862, a special term of tile circuit court in and for said 
circuit, shall be held by the judge thereof, at the court 
house in the village of Mon tello, in the county of Mar-
quette, for the transaction of any and all business that 
may be done at a regular term, except the trial of is-
sues of fact by a jury.
