CHAPTER 286.

AN ACT to authorize the commissioners of school and university 
lands, to exchange the securities for loans in certain cases. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The commissioners of school and uni- Exchange ,  of se. 

versity lands are hereby authorized to exchange the 
security for any loan made from the school, university 
or drainage fund, if in their judgment the fund from 
which the loan was made will not be injured by the ex-
change : (and) provided, that in all cases before making 
such exchange, they shall require that such new a9cu- 
rity shall be on improved farming lands, the appraised Securities to be 
value of which shall be at least three times the amountfannr°Ted  
loaned, and shall in all respect comply with sections 82, 
83, 84, 85 and 86 of chapter 28 of the revised statutes, 
as far as the same is practicable. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect•and be in force 
from and after its passage.
