The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. That chapter three hundred and sixty- Repesl
one of the private and local laws of 18567, entitled
“an act to change the name of the village of Grafton,
in the county of Ozaukee,” approved March 7th, 1857,
be and the same is hereby repealed.

SecrioN 2. All that part of the town of Grafton, in Name of village
the county of Osaukee, heretofore laid out, platted and chaged to that
recorded, as the village of Grafton, the name of which )
was changed by the act described in and repealed by
the first section of this act, shall hereafter be known
and designated as the village of Grafton; and all and
every portion of the said town hereafter laid out, sur-
veyed and platted, as an addition to said village, shall
hereafter be known, designated and called “an addi-
tion to the village of Grafton.”

Skcrrox 3. is act shall take effect and be in foree
from and after its passage.
