.county courts,'" is hereby amended, by rt pealing all 
after the words "county court," in the 8th line, so 
that the section, as amended, will read as follows, via.: 
"Section 19. No clerk or other person employed in 
the office of any couraty judge, shall be commissioner, 
appraiser or divider of any estate in any case that is 
within the jurisdiction of such county judge or of the 
county court."
