though the annual report of said society had been re- 
ceived on the first day of February, 1863: provided, Pr"119) * 

proper proof and a report of a county fair having been 
held in said county during the year 1862, shall be filed 
in the office of the secretary of state on or before the 
first day of April next. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect from and after 
its passage.

CHAPTER 168. 

[Published Apra 7, 1863.1 

AN ACT to legalize the state road from Paokwaukee, in Marquette 
county, to Watford, in Waushara county. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. The state road laid out and established Road legalised. 

by a board of commissioners, under the act of the le-
gislature of 1859,from Packwaukee, in Marquette coun-
ty, to Richford, in Waushara county, is hereby declared 
to be a public highway, and the action of the commis-
sioners legalized, notwithstanding all the requirements 
of law may not have been complied with in laying out 
and establishing said road. 

SECTION 2. It shall be the duty of the commission- survy lit*/ 
ers and the surveyor of said road, to cause to be for- troeiler;eonnitatr 
warded to the secretary of state the survey bill and 
plat of said road, within sixty days after, the publica-
tion of this act, in accordance with section ninety-five 
of chapter nineteen of the revised statutes. 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.
